Selected Response:

Selected response and short answer methods consist of those in which students select the correct or best response from a list provided.  Formats include multiple choice, true/false, matching, short answer, fill-in questions. (Although short answer and fill-in-the-blank do require students to generate and answer, they call for a very brief answer that is counted right or wrong.)  
Extended response:

This type of question requires students to construct a written answer in response to a question or task. Where students need to:

Compare, analyze, interpret, solve a problem and explain their work, describe a process or principle in detail.  This type of question is scored by using a rubric or given points for specific pieces of information.  
Performance Assessment:

Assessment based on observation and judgment of a product or performance according to its “quality.”  We could watch them perform some task and assess using a scoring rubric.  We could have them create a product such as a data analysis paper or a product in which they use mathematical concepts.
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
