· Represent student achievement, demographics, school programs, school processes, and stakeholder perceptions
· Communicate a SINGLE idea
· Are clear and concise – written in sentences or phrases
· Describe the data; they do not evaluate the data!
· MUST stand alone; they do not require the data source to accompany them in order to be understandable.

Test your understanding

1. Spring 09 MME Math Assessment shows that our girls do slightly better than the boys.

2. The Spring 09 MME Math Assessment shows that 20.5% of our 11th grades students were proficient and 79.5% were not.

3. The MME Math Assessment shows that 0% of our students with IEPS were not proficient.  This works out to be 0 of our 7 students with IEPS were not proficient.
4. The Spring 09 MME Math Assessment shows that we really need a new math series.
